wait times and improve outcomes for patients.

Additionally | ask that you work with your Cabinet colleagues and through legislative, regulatory and
department processes to deliver on our other key commitments:

e |Improve government services by modernizing the government of Manitoba’s Digital and
Technological Solutions.

e Empower the public service to employ new technology to better serve Manitobans, making use of
the resources and roadmaps already developed by other jurisdictions.

e Work with the Ministers for Business, Mining, Trade and Job Creation, Advanced Education and
Training and Natural Resources and Indigenous Futures to create more opportunities for work-
integrated learning.

e Improve digital literacy and cyber security for Manitobans and the Manitoba government.

e Work with the Federal government to improve broadband and cellphone networks throughout
Manitoba.

In addition to these priorities, | also expect that you uphold your role with integrity, professionalism
and a commitment to accountability. That includes working closely with your Deputy Minister and your
senior officials to ensure all decisions are made in the public interest. Just like any high-performing
organization, our government will set metrics and measurable goals, listen to evidence and frontline
workers, regularly assess our work and report on our progress in order to deliver on the results
Manitobans deserve.
