Review and approval of the Multi-Year Strategic FLS Plan by the Francophone Affairs
Secretariat and Manitoba Health, Seniors and Active Living.

Approval and signing of the plan by the appropriate senior authority of the RHA.

Approval and signature of the plan by the Minister of Health, Seniors and Active Living.

and the evaluation report submitted to Santé en francais and the Francophone Affairs
Secretariat. The report is used to initiate the development of the subsequent Multi-Year
Strategic FLS Plan.
