During the subdivision process it was discovered that there
were insufficient animal units for the farm. The site was built for, and has been operating at, 551 animal units
since constructed. There will be no barn expansion, the application is to correct the animal units associated
with the site.

Additionally, the capacity of the lagoon does not meet the 400 day minimum storage requirement for 551
animal units. This will be corrected during the 2021 construction season with a lagoon repair and expansion.
Subdivision property boundaries have been adjusted to meet 100 m set backs with the expanded lagoon.
